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PRONOUNS are used to replace nouns.  All pronouns have several forms. 
SUBJECT OBJECT POSSESSIVE 

ADJECTIVE 
POSSESSIVE 

PRONOUN 
REFLEXIVE 

I me my mine myself 
you you your yours yourself/yourselves 
he him his his himself 
she her her hers herself 
it it its its itself 

we us our ours ourselves 
they them their theirs themselves 

 
Use the subject form of pronouns to replace nouns that are subjects; use the object forms for nouns that are objects.  

She and Harry speak French better than you and I do.  Didn’t the candidate call Robert and him before the election? 
The calendar that we bought last year is not accurate. Between you and me, the new church is in trouble. 

 
To make choices between subjects and objects clearer, use the pronoun that would sound best in place of compound constructions.  

Ex. (She, Her) and Harry speak French better than you and I do.  To decide between she and her, take Harry out of the sentence.   
“She speaks French better” or ”Her speaks French better”? She is the correct answer: She and Harry speak French better than you and I do.  

 
Watch out for elliptical clauses beginning with “than” or “as”.  An elliptical clause is incomplete because part of the clause is understood. 

Ex. She is a faster runner than (I, me
Ex. I don’t like Janice as much as (

). 
she, her

We understand these sentences to mean the following: “She is a faster runner than (I, me) 
). 

am.” “I don’t like Janice as much as I like
Because these elements are left out of the clause, deciding which case pronoun to use can be confusing.  Remember to complete the clause 
before you choose which pronoun to use.  In the first sentence, the correct pronoun to use is I rather than me because I  is the subject.  In the 

second sentence, the correct pronoun to use is her rather than she because her is the object after the verb. 

 (she, her).” 

 
Use possessive adjectives before a noun; use possessive pronouns 

without a noun. 
Use reflexive pronouns when the subject and object are the same and 

for emphasis. 
Your car is as fast as my car. Yours is as fast as mine. We can laugh at ourselves. She made the curtains herself. 

Her dog is bigger than our dog. Hers is bigger than ours. The kitchen won’t clean itself. The king himself rode the bus. 
Possessive pronouns NEVER have apostrophes! NEVER use a reflexive pronoun to replace a subject or an object. 
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Don’t forget: students can always ask tutors or their teachers for an explanation of anything that’s not clear.
