BSN - Core Nursing Course Descriptions– 36 credits





NUR 3069 Advanced Health Assessment (3 credits)
This course is designed to develop the student’s knowledge and skills for obtaining and recording a systematic, comprehensive health history and physical examination of the adult. The course involves synthesis of nursing, biologic, psychologic,  sociocultural and spiritual  knowledge and theories as they apply to the findings obtained in the comprehensive health assessment of adults.  Variations in children and elders are also analyzed.  The process whereby the nurse utilizes interviewing and clinical examination skills to gather and analyze data relevant to common health problems is emphasized.





NUR 3119 Heritage of Nursing Concepts/Theories (3 credits)


Foundation Of Professional Nursing
This course includes information on the profession of nursing and introduces the student to the heritage of nursing.  The focus is on the contemporary image of the nursing profession in its varied roles within the health care system.  The philosophical and theoretical bases of nursing as a profession are explored.  The emphasis is on recognition of nursing as a vital component of health care and on the beginning socialization of students into the professional role.





NUR 3125 Pathophysiology (3 credits)
This course teaches the advanced study of pathophysiology and symptomatology across the lifespan. The focus is on alterations in physiologic functions and manifestations of disease. Emphasis is on relating signs, symptoms, and diagnostic findings of common alterations. Students will also gain an understanding of nursing interventions to promote adaptation. 





NUR3145 Pharmacology (3 credits)
This course teaches pharmacotherapeutics, pharmacodynamics, and pharmacokinetics as they relate to nursing practice.  The nursing process is utilized in the study of various drug classifications.  Providing up-to-date knowledge of major drug categories, this course will help the nurse to manage the client’s drug regimen more effectively.  The student is expected to participate in class discussions. 



NUR 3164 Nursing Research and Informatics (3 credits)
This course teaches the relationship of nursing research and the utilization of evidence-based practice.  This course explores the research process as a foundation for acquiring skills needed to access, critically appraise, and synthesize research literature.  An approach to information technology is also examined in this course.  Concepts in health care informatics, trends, and exploring innovative strategies and applications are introduced. Pre-requisite course MAC 1105 & STA 2023 must be completed prior to registering for this course.  



NUR 3678 Nursing Care of Vulnerable Populations  (3 credits)
Caring for the vulnerable members of society is a function nurses perform without regard for their own ambitions, personal safety, and financial security. This course is designed to pull together material from different cultures and at risk groups of individuals considered vulnerable populations.  Key concepts will be discussed that will provide a basic structure for caring for the vulnerable, the relevance of nursing theories to vulnerable populations, nursing research showing the kinds of phenomena nurse study, and many ideas about learning to work with and advocate for vulnerable individuals





NUR 3825 Nursing Roles, Dimensions, Perspectives (3 credits)


Professional Socialization Seminar 
Role expectations for the Baccalaureate Nurse.  Professional attributes.  Development of a professional self-concept; Interface of personal and professional growth; Legal and ethical issues in nursing; Historical and current events affecting health care.  





NUR 4107 Nursing Perspectives/Global Trends (3 credits)


Nursing and Healthcare System
Introduction to the current healthcare delivery systems on local, regional, national and global levels.   Health care economics and health care policy.   Impacts of for-profit health care models.   Growth of HMO’s.  Health care systems in other countries.  





NUR 4289 Dynamic & Contemporary Issues in Aging (3 credits) Foundations of Gerontology
An overview of the historical, social, psychological, cultural, and economical aspects of aging.  Implications of an aging population for key current political, legal and ethical issues.  The use of evidence based practice as it applies to the elderly. 





NUR 4636 Community Nursing (3 credits)


Community Health Nursing 
AND
NUR 4636L (3 credits)
The role of the nurse in dealing with family crises, gerontological problems, child-bearing and child-rearing families, and medical-surgical conditions.  Historical, legal, ethical, land economic issues affecting adult/gerontologicaln nursing.  Adaptive responses of client groups.  Research on community nursing and its application to groups of clients within the community.   Assessment of the community and it’s healthcare delivery systems;  Epidemiology and biostatistics applied to community nursing. The social structure of families and communities.    





NUR 4827 Leadership and Management in Professional Nursing (3 credits)


Nursing Leadership and Management


Leadership and management concepts for nursing; Impact of different leadership styles; Decision making in the health care setting.  Planned change.  Conflict resolution strategies; Effective communication strategies; Evaluation.   (Prerequisites: Nursing Courses.)





NUR 4945C Capstone Project (3 credits)
This course focuses on the integration of knowledge skills, and abilities learned in the program through a capstone project.  This course will be taken during the last semester of the program.

BSN - Core Nursing Course Descriptions– 36 credits





NUR 3069 Advanced Health Assessment (3 credits)
This course is designed to develop the student’s knowledge and skills for obtaining and recording a systematic, comprehensive health history and physical examination of the adult. The course involves synthesis of nursing, biologic, psychologic,  sociocultural and spiritual  knowledge and theories as they apply to the findings obtained in the comprehensive health assessment of adults.  Variations in children and elders are also analyzed.  The process whereby the nurse utilizes interviewing and clinical examination skills to gather and analyze data relevant to common health problems is emphasized.





NUR 3119 Heritage of Nursing Concepts/Theories (3 credits)


Foundation Of Professional Nursing
This course includes information on the profession of nursing and introduces the student to the heritage of nursing.  The focus is on the contemporary image of the nursing profession in its varied roles within the health care system.  The philosophical and theoretical bases of nursing as a profession are explored.  The emphasis is on recognition of nursing as a vital component of health care and on the beginning socialization of students into the professional role.





NUR 3125 Pathophysiology (3 credits)
This course teaches the advanced study of pathophysiology and symptomatology across the lifespan. The focus is on alterations in physiologic functions and manifestations of disease. Emphasis is on relating signs, symptoms, and diagnostic findings of common alterations. Students will also gain an understanding of nursing interventions to promote adaptation. 





NUR3145 Pharmacology (3 credits)
This course teaches pharmacotherapeutics, pharmacodynamics, and pharmacokinetics as they relate to nursing practice.  The nursing process is utilized in the study of various drug classifications.  Providing up-to-date knowledge of major drug categories, this course will help the nurse to manage the client’s drug regimen more effectively.  The student is expected to participate in class discussions. 



NUR 3164 Nursing Research and Informatics (3 credits)
This course teaches the relationship of nursing research and the utilization of evidence-based practice.  This course explores the research process as a foundation for acquiring skills needed to access, critically appraise, and synthesize research literature.  An approach to information technology is also examined in this course.  Concepts in health care informatics, trends, and exploring innovative strategies and applications are introduced. Pre-requisite course MAC 1105 & STA 2023 must be completed prior to registering for this course.  



NUR 3678 Nursing Care of Vulnerable Populations  (3 credits)
Caring for the vulnerable members of society is a function nurses perform without regard for their own ambitions, personal safety, and financial security. This course is designed to pull together material from different cultures and at risk groups of individuals considered vulnerable populations.  Key concepts will be discussed that will provide a basic structure for caring for the vulnerable, the relevance of nursing theories to vulnerable populations, nursing research showing the kinds of phenomena nurse study, and many ideas about learning to work with and advocate for vulnerable individuals





NUR 3825 Nursing Roles, Dimensions, Perspectives (3 credits)


Professional Socialization Seminar 
Role expectations for the Baccalaureate Nurse.  Professional attributes.  Development of a professional self-concept; Interface of personal and professional growth; Legal and ethical issues in nursing; Historical and current events affecting health care.  





NUR 4107 Nursing Perspectives/Global Trends (3 credits)


Nursing and Healthcare System
Introduction to the current healthcare delivery systems on local, regional, national and global levels.   Health care economics and health care policy.   Impacts of for-profit health care models.   Growth of HMO’s.  Health care systems in other countries.  





NUR 4289 Dynamic & Contemporary Issues in Aging (3 credits) Foundations of Gerontology
An overview of the historical, social, psychological, cultural, and economical aspects of aging.  Implications of an aging population for key current political, legal and ethical issues.  The use of evidence based practice as it applies to the elderly. 





NUR 4636 Community Nursing (3 credits)


Community Health Nursing 
AND
NUR 4636L (3 credits)
The role of the nurse in dealing with family crises, gerontological problems, child-bearing and child-rearing families, and medical-surgical conditions.  Historical, legal, ethical, land economic issues affecting adult/gerontologicaln nursing.  Adaptive responses of client groups.  Research on community nursing and its application to groups of clients within the community.   Assessment of the community and it’s healthcare delivery systems;  Epidemiology and biostatistics applied to community nursing. The social structure of families and communities.    





NUR 4827 Leadership and Management in Professional Nursing (3 credits)


Nursing Leadership and Management


Leadership and management concepts for nursing; Impact of different leadership styles; Decision making in the health care setting.  Planned change.  Conflict resolution strategies; Effective communication strategies; Evaluation.   (Prerequisites: Nursing Courses.)





NUR 4945C Capstone Project (3 credits)
This course focuses on the integration of knowledge skills, and abilities learned in the program through a capstone project.  This course will be taken during the last semester of the program.
